REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –
 Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,268,428.32, less the bill list of $115,945.24, less the payroll of $258,222.22, less the certificate of deposit of $426,350.80, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,467,910.06.  

Treasurer Wilson requested permission be given to Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the Pitney Bowes contract for a new postage machine.  This contract is approximately $4.00 less than the current contract and this plan offers more options.

Citizen’s Participation 
Marjorie Evans, on behalf of  “Art in the Park,” came before the court to request funding in the amount of $500 to help with the advertising and printing for this year’s event.  Judge/Executive Coyle explained to Ms. Evans that the court agreed with his budget proposal to eliminate all outside agencies from the budget that the court is not required by law to fund.

Department Heads
Maintenance  Director, David Long followed-up with a request from the court to obtain a separate quote that would set out the cost of the material and the charge for the labor to repair the hole in the side of Ambulance Building II at the county park.   The first quote was received by Woodford Construction in the amount of $1,080.  Director Long reported the price of the material at $515 and the labor for the installation is $565.  Following discussion about how much of this quote was charged for labor, County Engineer Buan Smith stated that his department would make time available for this project with the help of Director Long performing the electrical portion of the job.  
2. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve paying the price of the material at $515 to repair the hole in the side of Ambulance Building II at the county park and the labor is to be provided by the county.  (Attachment)

Director Long informed the court that he had been contacted by AOC regarding sewer gases entering the Annex Building when the wind was blowing in a certain direction.  Action was taken to rectify this problem by using a contractor that piped the vent line to the back of the building for a quoted price of $400.   Additionally, the Annex has three 14 year old air conditioning units that were malfunctioning recently.  The contractor that used Freon and got them operating again is evaluating the status of these units so a decision can be made by the court as to whether to repair or replace the units.  

Recycling, Sherri McDaniel reported there will be a larger check next month for payment of the 255,000 pounds shipped in April.  Squire Gill asked for clarification on the report submitted to the court as to the difference reflected on the Treasurer’s Quarterly Report vs. the Recycling Monthly Report.  It was decided that the $18,000 that was questioned as not being included in the total monthly report amount would be investigated.  Ms. McDaniel also stated that Jailer John Jones reported $7,956.62 would be charged against the Litter Abatement grant for this past quarter.
