REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,374,861.78, less the bill list of $497,797.73, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, less the utilities of $19,225.85, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,776,688.13.  Treasurer Wilson distributed the Quarter End Report of December 31, 2011 to all members of the court for review and consideration of same to be accepted into the record at the following fiscal court meeting.   

Standing Reports:
Squire Gardiner reported on behalf of the Recycling Committee to inform the court that Steve Feese, Director of the Lexington-Fayette-Urban County Government Recycling Center would be making a presentation on the Lexington facility during the work session scheduled immediately following this fiscal court meeting.  This work session will be conducted as a general question and answer session.    
Citizen’s Participation 
James McClain, electrical inspector for Woodford County, distributed Housebill 215 and gave further explanation that if this Housebill is passed, the state will appoint an inspector for each county and set the fees associated with county electrical inspections.  Mr. McClain stated that he is a private contractor and was approved and authorized by the Woodford County Fiscal Court to perform the duties of the county’s electrical inspector for the past five and a half years.  County Attorney Alan George encouraged the court to find out the exact status of this Housebill before the next fiscal court meeting and give the court an opportunity to become familiar with what Representative Sal Santoro’s bill is proposing and how it relates to all the electrical inspectors in the state.  The general consensus of the court was that unless some action needed to be taken prior to the next fiscal court meeting, Housebill 215 will be discussed at that time.  
Department Heads
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker distributed the specifications to the court for a Type I, Class I Ambulance on a Navistar 2012 chassis that included the general instructions to the bidders.  With the goal of removing the 1996 ambulance off the front line after 15 years of service, Director Shewmaker stated that he will be seeking approval of the bid specifications for the new ambulance at the next fiscal court meeting.  Treasurer Wilson informed the court the principal and interest for this new ambulance was allocated in this year’s budget cycle.  
Additionally, Director Shewmaker addressed the proposed 5% rate schedule adjustment recommended by the department’s billing company, SDi.  This information was distributed for review and will be discussed with Director Shewmaker’s recommendation at the following fiscal court meeting.  
Maintenance Director, David Long  informed the court of the mold that has recently developed on the ceiling of an office at the Senior Citizens Building with a request for approval to remedy the situation.  Disponette Service Company, Inc. assessed the situation and submitted an invoice  for the labor and materials to repair and replace the H.V.A.C. ductwork to improve air flow to the office area and ventilation from the crawl space for a quote or $1,315.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith informed the court that he is expecting the appraisal in the next few days that will allow the Delaney Ferry bridge work to get underway near Pinkard Pike.
Regarding the request from the residents that live on Williams Lane, Smith has taken a map from our GIS system and sketched out some ideas that will rectify the flooding problem on the portion of Williams Lane that adjoins Big Sink Pike.  Smith plans to arrange a meeting with Judge/Executive Coyle, Squires Gardiner and Craig to preview this site and discuss possible remedies to correct this flooding.  
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz introduced Johnny Mills, a volunteer Emergency Management Deputy, to the court.  Mr. Mills has been volunteering with Emergency Management for the past six months, and with his experience of being a retired Fire Chief from Lee County, his knowledge was welcomed as a valuable resource to Woodford County.
Jack Jouett House Director, Joel Meador reported to the court that Woodford County was not chosen as one of the three national finalist for the $10,000 garden grant.  This project will be re-examined and other avenues of funding will be explored.  Also, the Jack Jouett House has been chosen to present a series of workshops next month in Frankfort for children’s librarians here in the state for the summer reading program.  Their theme for this reading program is “Night Time,” so the topic presented will be the nighttime adventure of Jack Jouett’s historic ride.  
Woodford County Coroner, Ronald Owens stated that he and his deputies have been in the new Coroner’s office for a couple of weeks and other than correcting some parking issues, have found the new office building meets the county’s expectations.

Approval of the Bluegrass Railroad Museum Inc. Contract; BGRM14 Construction Contract.  John Penfield, President of the Bluegrass Railroad Museum, Inc., stated this contract is the next and largest piece of the Back to the River project, with the objective being to restore and preserve the railroad for future generations.  This project entails replacing 4,600 ties and 4,000 tons of ballasts; bringing the grade up to preserve the ties that are being installed; and cleaning up the ditches and cutting back the brush to improve the new shed.  The company awarded this bid is Hinkle Contracting in the amount of $558,400.  Although another company submitted a lower bid, during consultation with the Department of Transportation, Mr. Penfield learned there were some issues with that bidder with regard to the monetary size of the bid they were permitted to issue through the Transportation Cabinet.  The second highest bidder was Hinkle Contracting, and that bid included a one year warranty on materials and workmanship.
