REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –
 Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,302,966.66, less the bill list of $240,285.60, less the certificate of deposit of $426,350.80, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of  $1,411,403.23.  
Treasurer Wilson informed the court the bonds sold at a rate of 2.06%, and the funds will be wired on August 22nd to consummate the purchase of the property adjacent to the county park.  A copy of Moody’s statement is made available if any member of the court would like to review a copy.  Additionally, a copy of the yearly Departmental Receipts and Expenditures was distributed to the court.
An Interlocal Agreement that was proposed to the City of Versailles and the City of Midway was also distributed to the court for their review.  These agreements would allow a sharing of information that would enhance the collection process for both cities and the county, with the same level of confidentiality.

In recognition and observance of 50 years of dedicated service given by Fire Chief Bennie Green, Congressman Ben Chandler, Mayor Fred Siegelman, and Judge/Executive John Coyle recognized Chief Green for his many years of outstanding and invaluable service to the community by presenting him with a Certificate of Special Congressional Recognition, a Certificate of Appreciation, and a Resolution of Appreciation.  

Department Heads
Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court that due to some of the recent storms, some of the shingles have been torn off the roof of the football stadium.  It was suggested to Director Long to table this project until Judge/Executive Coyle finds out if a claim can be filed on this damage and also, how an event of storm damage is addressed in the contract between the Woodford County School Board and the fiscal court.  
Recycling Director, Wade Johnson reported that he has just received an 8½ x 24 foot gooseneck trailer from a recycling grant that will be used in the farm route pick-ups which will allow more efficient runs.  Additionally, Director Johnson requested permission for Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the 2013 Litter Abatement Agreement.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith updated the court on the charges associated with the mowing and maintenance of the detention/retention basin in Charmac.  By letter dated June 22, it was requested by the county attorney that the total cost of $3,242.72 be paid within 30 days, July 24, 2012.  Due to there being no response from the property owner, the option was discussed for this matter to be pursued by a civil lawsuit by means of District Court in the Small Claims Division.  The small claims complaint would be filed for the maximum claim amount of $2,500, which would be a forfeiture of $742.72.

KACo paid $8,000 for the vehicle and $1,124.90 to re-install the equipment on the new vehicle.  Sheriff Wright’s request was for the court to declare an emergency allowance to buy a replacement vehicle.  The recommended vehicle is a 2009 Ford Explorer that has 20,000 miles; it belongs to our PVA and they have agreed to sell it at $17,000, which is below the book price of $18,585.  The requested amount is $7,875.10 to purchase this 2009 Ford.

OLD BUSINESS 
Discussion of Fee Structure for Treated/Non-Transported Patients.  Ambulance Service Director, Hunter Shewmaker informed the court of the obstacles his department is faced with in reference to the most recent order that was voted upon during the July 10, 2012 fiscal court meeting that stipulates the billing procedure for treated/non-transported patients as follows:  

“The patient will be billed for the cost of the medical supplies used; however, if there is a second call to the Woodford County Emergency Medical Service within the time period of one (1) month, that patient will be charged a $75 fee.”
Director Shewmaker explained this order cannot be implemented in his department because (1) the pricing of medical supplies fluctuates from month to month and their billing company is unable to apply itemized charges, only flat rates; and (2) the emergency staff is able to view only the runs that have been made for that particular day of their shift, and by not seeing what patients the other crews have treated, they would not have that information accessible to alert them to charge a $75 fee if that patient is being treated a second time during that one (1) month period.   
8. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Ken Reed to approve a subsequent plan starting October 31, 2012 to charge $75 to all non-transports, excluding (1) third-party calls; (2) non-injury accidents; (3) lift assistance patients; and (4) medical alert false alarms.

Discussion with Jerry Graves of the Kentucky River Authority Regarding Lock 5.  Jerry Graves, along with David Hamilton, resident engineer, appeared before the court and gave various facts of the KRA and the responsibilities of being the executive director.  The first lock and dam was started in 1830.  There are four lock masters, and they maintain 14 locks and dams, including the parks with 15 facilities to maintain.  They operate on user fees, and these user fees are stated on the water bills  in an approximate amount of .48 a month that is paid to the Kentucky River Authority.  When the question was posed as to whether Lock 5 would be open, Mr. Graves stated the only way they would be able to do that would be to raise fees.  Additionally, it is not likely that Lock 6 will ever be re-opened.

NEW BUSINESS 
Discussions of the Issuance by the City of Midway of its Amended and Restated Educational, Cultural, and Recreational Revenue Bonds (St. Leo Project).  Mike Burnside, the business manager of St. Leo Parrish, came before the court to request approval of the fiscal court to restructure their debt from a construction project that was financed with bonds.  This restructure may require a re-issuance of the bonds which would require approval from the City of Midway, because it was financed with the bonds from Midway, and from the Woodford County Fiscal Court.  The two components of this bond requirement that have changed since the original bond issuance is (1) Midway is no longer a 4th class city which was mandated by a governing body, the Woodford County Fiscal Court, which required the court’s approval; and (2) St. Leo Parrish is in the city limits of Versailles.  Mr. Burnside responded by stating he would contact their bond counsel on this issue and report back his findings.  From a time standpoint, the public hearing of August 28th would need court approval.

COMMUNICATIONS
Squire Craig – commended the Road Department and stated that he had received calls from constituents on Weisenberger Mill Road to say they were pleased with the recent paving and striping job.  
Squire Finnell – inquired about the turf removal request that County Attorney Alan George sent to Mr. Keck.  Alan stated that he had received a letter of response to inform the court this turf is now property of the Kentucky Horse Park.  The representative from the Horse Park told Alan that it would be removed in the next couple of days.  Regarding the backhoe equipment that has been left at the county park, the court discussed the current status of events, and it was decided by the court to allow two additional weeks from the 30 day deadline to allow the owner of this equipment to have it removed from the county park before any final action is taken.  
Squire Reed – as a matter of respect for a friend and former magistrate who served on the Woodford County Fiscal Court, Squire Reed informed the court of the recent passing of James R.Cox, Jr.  Additionally, Squire Reed made the recommendation to form a Fireworks and Noise Ordinance Committee to investigate a recent concern expressed to the court regarding the enforcement of a noise ordinance.  Judge/Executive Coyle appointed a committee for same consisting of Squires Reed, Gardiner, and Gill. 
Squire Dotson – requested that a letter from Judge/Executive Coyle and County Road Engineer, Buan Smith be sent to District 7 to request road repairs be made to a portion of road in Clifton called Sycamore Flats.  
Squire Gardiner  - informed the court the number one complaint he has received since he has taken office is the confusion the drivers of tractor trailers have trying to find Kuhlman Blvd.  The Stonegate Subdivision residents complain because these tractor trailers are driving through their subdivision trying to find one of the businesses located on Kuhlman Blvd.  Squire Gardiner proposes to make a request to YH America to have all their addresses listed as Kuhlman Blvd. to hopefully alleviate the GPS  misguided directions and report back to the court in two weeks.  Secondly, due to recent accidents that have occurred at the intersection of Big Sink Pike and US 60 because cars are traveling over the speed limit coming from Frankfort and running the red light causing danger to those stopped at the stop light at the end of Big Sink Pike, Squire Gardiner requested a letter be sent to the State Department of Transportation from Buan Smith requesting safety changes to be made  at this intersection.
