REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,635,369.99, less the bill list of $539,731.03, less the payroll of $245,926.05, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $425,215.71.  Treasurer Wilson distributed the Treasurer’s Quarter End Financial report for the court’s review and requested that this report be put on the agenda for the October 25, 2011 fiscal court meeting for approval and acceptance into the record.  
Additionally, Treasurer Wilson requested the court grant Judge/Executive Coyle authorization to execute the KACo loan application for the Woodford County Coroner’s building.   

1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the KACo loan application for the Woodford County Coroner’s building.

While discussing the Coroner’s building, Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court that Joe Gay, d/b/a JPG Construction, LLC made a request for a first draw of 30% of the contract price for the construction of the Woodford County Coroner’s building.  County Attorney Alan George reminded the court the contractual agreement between the fiscal court and JPG Construction regarding the payment schedule was agreed upon as being 10% of the total maximum price within five days of execution of the contract; an additional 20% by October 13th; an additional 30% by November 13th; an additional 30% by December 13; and the final 10% of the guaranteed maximum price upon completion.  Additionally, the contract obligates the court to pay by these dates certain, (without court approval) assuming the percentage of completion is where it is supposed to be on that date.  
2. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to direct the Finance Officer to issue a 30% payment to JPG Construction, LLC for the construction of the Woodford County Coroner’s office when all contingencies are met and approval is given by Superintendent David Long.

Bea Stringer, resident of Troy, complimented the court for calling it to her attention there was no gun ordinance in Woodford County.  With there being other densely populated communities like Troy, Ms. Stringer stated that she thought there might be some interest in supporting a densely populated, regulated gun ordinance, and she encouraged the court to pursue such an ordinance.  
Tim Thompson, independent Engineer, speaking on behalf of Doss and Horky, Inc. made a request to the court for a change order on the Tyrone Road sidewalk project in the amount of $3,485 to correct the storm sewer problem located off of Sylvania’s parking lot.  The proposed installation of a concrete 24”x 24” drop box into the existing metal grate will divert the water and stop the erosion that is caused by all the water coming off the parking lot.

COMMUNICATIONS
Squire Reed - addressed the court with a request that was made to him recently from Linda Combs, Coordinator of the Christmas Parade, which will be held December 3rd.  Due to the lack of funding in the fiscal court’s budget this fiscal year to the Christmas parade, Squire Reed stated that if any member of the court would like to make an individual contribution, he would be glad to forward that amount to the City of Versailles to help pay for the Kentucky State band that will be performing during the parade.   
Squire Gardiner – reported on a recent meeting of the Recycling Committee.  The members of the committee, Judge/Executive Coyle, Squire Gill, and himself serving as chair, all agreed the recycling center is costing the county a lot of money, and the committee needs to find ways to reduce that cost.  The two proposals that are known at this time are (1) try to make the existing program more cost effective; and (2) investigate ways to involve third parties to outsource some of the existing duties in an effort to reduce the cost.  Additionally, Squire Gardiner stated that it is important for the Recycling Center employees to know that the committee does not have immediate plans to reduce the staff in the very near future.  However, the direction this committee elects to take to achieve the ultimate goal of saving the county money may take as long as an additional six months to make thorough, final decisions. 
Squire Gill - made a recommendation that in the future when a committee is charged with a task, there should be a beginning and end date to achieve that task.  
County Attorney Alan George – none
Judge/Executive Coyle – in reference to the letter of non-compliance that was issued to the Woodford County Detention Center from the Department of Corrections regarding the lack of fire planning conducted within the last quarter, Jailer Jones made a response as stated in his letter to the Director, Jeff Burton.  Additionally, Jailer Jones attached the Fire Planning Session that was conducted at the detention center on September 26th and 27th, and all employees attended this mandatory session.  The fire plan is on file at the Woodford County Detention Center and also on file with the clerk.  (Attachment)  
Judge/Executive Coyle reminded the court of the public hearing for the Northeast Woodford Water District Extension of Boundaries that is scheduled for October 17, 2011 at 11:00 a.m.
