APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,069,656.05, less the bill list of $126,340.82, less the certificate of deposit of $428,833.51, with an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,514,481.72.  
Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court of the recent bid opening for the purchase of a Type I, Class I, Demo Ambulance Unit on a medium duty chassis.   Three bids were received from the following for this bid offering: Wheeled Coach, Creative Coach and American Emergency Vehicles.  Director Shewmaker’s recommendation to the court was to accept the bid received from American Emergency Vehicles in the amount of $167,000 which is an approximate savings to the county of $46,000.

The gala reception and book signing to launch the new Jack Jouett’s children’s book was held on May 8th at the Versailles Presbyterian Fellowship Hall and was attended by approximately 100 people.  The children’s book was submitted to the Kentucky Horse Park for consideration for their literary project with First Lady Beshear.  The Heritage Committee and Benjamin Press are in the process of getting it into book stores and other retail outlets, and they hope to be invited to participate in the Kentucky Book Fair in Frankfort in November.

Approve Proposed Resolution for Peristyle, LLC.  Craig McAnelly, a consultant contracted under an agreement by the Woodford County Economic Development Authority, with the approval of the fiscal court, for the economic development consulting services of Bluegrass Area Development District presented a proposed resolution.  As previously discussed in executive session in fiscal court, Peristyle, LLC will be creating 10 jobs contingent upon a tax incentive being received from the Woodford County Fiscal Court.  The approval of this Resolution would formalize the agreement that the Woodford County Fiscal Court would forego the collection of 1% of the 1.5% occupational license fee that would otherwise be due for up to 10 new hires by Peristyle, LLC.

Squire Webber – expressed his appreciation to County Engineer Buan Smith for the new bridge that was recently constructed in Millville.

Judge/Executive Coyle stated that a letter would be sent to the Woodford County Chamber of Commerce requesting a statement of clarification and that answer would be reported back to the court.  
Judge/Executive Coyle – informed the court that no response has been received to date from the Woodford County Board of Education regarding the request made on behalf of the court to extend the Food Pantry’s lease termination date.  Lastly, copies of the 2012-2013 Uniform Financial Information Report have been received from the Woodford County Extension District and the Library District in the event any court member would like to review either one of them in the clerk’s office.
