Communications
Squire Reed – stated that because he had received comments from constituents regarding the amount of tax dollars that are being spent for the library program, he felt it would be beneficial for the court to have tax information pertaining to the Library Tax District they could review and gain a better understanding.  No discussion followed in reference to this special taxing district.  

County Attorney Alan George –  
County Attorney Alan George reported to the court on the Zeiss v. Woodford County Fiscal Court zoning change case whereby the Kentucky Court of Appeals affirmed the fiscal court’s decision to grant the zone change.  Ms. Zeiss’ attorney had 30 days to file for a rehearing or discretionary review by the Kentucky Supreme Court.  Such request was not made which means the opinion of the Kentucky Court of Appeals becomes final and the zone change has become law.
Judge/Executive John Coyle – 
Judge/Executive Coyle addressed the letter from the Transportation Cabinet regarding the inspection report issued by the Kentucky Department of Highways by stating that all bridges have been properly marked and everything is in order.  Squire Finnell questioned why one bridge was marked in this report as not being posted.  County Road Engineer, Buan Smith stated that pursuant to regulations, a sign is required to be posted on each end of every bridge.   [As stated in the letter from the Transportation Cabinet, “to be in compliance with the National Bridge Inspection Standards, Bridge Posting Requirements, all substandard county bridges with safe load capacities of less than 18 tons must be posted.”]   Smith confirmed that the sign that was taken from one end of the Grier’s Creek bridge has been replaced, and the statement of compliance has been sent to the Transportation Cabinet.
Judge/Executive Coyle conveyed to the court that Chief Green had extended an invitation to welcome all court members to attend the Fire District meetings that are held at the county fire station on Big Sink Pike the first Saturday of every month at 10:00 a.m.
Additionally, the letter from Judge Mary Jane Phelps addressed to Judge/Executive Coyle was shared with the court to express her appreciation for the good job our road department did in keeping our roads clear from snow and ice in December and to assure the court she is not the only one that has taken notice to their hard work.  To validate the appreciation that has been expressed by several, Judge/Executive Coyle announced that a breakfast for the county engineer and the road crew will be provided by means of donations on March 22nd at 6:30 a.m.
