REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,784,844.72, less the bill list of $333,062.94, less the certificate of deposit of $426,350.80, less payroll of $226,118.86, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,799,312.12. 
Treasurer Wilson requested approval of the Quarterly End Financial Report that was distributed at the previous fiscal court meeting, and to accept this report into the record. 

1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the Quarterly End Financial Report and accept same into the record.

Additionally, Treasurer Wilson informed the court of the delinquency status of a Woodford County taxpayer.  This taxpayer was notified by our collector that they owe a significant amount of taxes that were not paid over the past five years.  The request of this taxpayer is for the court to forgive the penalty of approximately $15,000 if they agree to pay the entire amount of taxes owed within one (1) year. 

2. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request of a taxpayer who owes a significant amount of taxes that were not paid over the past five (5) years to forgive the penalty of approximately $15,000 if the total amount of taxes owed are paid within one (1) year.  If the entire amount of taxes owed are not paid in full, the penalty will be attached to the total amount owed to Woodford County.

Standing Committee Reports:   
Squire Gill informed the court the section of Highway 169 that was in need of repaving and repair was recently completed by the Department of Highways, District Seven Office.  It is now one of the best sections of road in Woodford County and the residents who live on this road are most grateful for restoring this portion of road for the safety of everyone who travels Highway 169.  
3. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Ken Reed to approve Judge/Executive Coyle sending a letter of appreciation to Mr. James Ballinger, P.E., the Department of Highways-District Seven Office for the outstanding renovation performed on Highway 169.

Citizen’s Participation 
Hank Graddy, attorney representing opposition to the Ordinance Amending Article II, Definitions, Ordinance 2013-02; and Ordinance Amending Article IV, Ordinance 2013-03; both in reference to tourist destination, requested an opportunity to speak before the fiscal court in reference to the proposed text amendment.   Judge/Executive Coyle directed this question to County Attorney Alan George at which time George stated that a first reading was held based simply upon the fiscal courts review of the record.  Other options would allow for further discussion for either an argument type hearing, if the court wished, or a public hearing.  Since there was no motion made from the court at the time of the first reading to consider either one, and it was the court’s decision to have an ordinance reading based on their review of the record without anything extraneous, Mr. Graddy was excused.  
Department Heads
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker made the recommendation to the court that at the time he takes possession of the new ambulance that the county contracted with Marque, Inc., Marque is to be paid the original agreed upon contract amount less the offset for liquidated damages up to the date of delivery and then begin discussion with them about how much of that liquidated damages offset they will get back.  

4. A motion was made by Gary Finnell and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the recommendation as discussed by County Attorney Alan George and agreed to by Ambulance Director Hunter Shewmaker to pay Marque, Inc. the original agreed upon contract amount less the offset for liquidated damages up to the date of delivery, and then begin discussion about how much of that liquidated damages offset would be refunded back to Marque, Inc.

Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court the repairs have been made on the trailer at the Jack Jouett House, and it appears to be holding.  However, due to there being only one size ridge cap and the cover of the ridge cap vent is smaller on each side, this may be a reoccurring problem.  
Long requested approval to have the plaster in the third floor foyer of the courthouse and the in the Judge’s chamber on the third floor repaired and repainted from corner to corner.  The estimate received for the third floor foyer is $520 and the one in the Judge’s chamber is $560 for a total of $1,080.
5. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Bruce Gill to approve the estimate totaling $1,080 for the repairs to make to the plaster and the repainting corner to corner on the third floor foyer wall of the large arched window and in the Judge’s chamber.

Lastly, Long informed the court of water damage in the Annex bathroom as a result of a leak over the cupola.  When the weather warms up the metal can be taken off, added to and folded farther back to get a better seal. 

Recycling Director, Wade Johnson made a request to use $850 of the $3,088 surplus money for new decals on the recycling trailer and eight (8) recycling trucks.  This surplus money is from the sale of the baler and a couple vehicles, which was previously approved for various projects in the department.  
6. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made by Recycling Director, Wade Johnson to spend $850 of the $3,088 surplus money for new decals on the recycling trailer and eight (8) recycling trucks.

Road Engineer, Buan Smith announced there will be a public informational meeting held by the Department of Highways that is scheduled on Thursday, January 24th from 5:00 to 7:00 p.m. at Midway College.
Smith requested approval of the first two vehicles on the list that was distributed to be declared surplus so that all these items can be listed for sale and advertised in the Woodford Sun using the current bid procedures.  The list is as follows:  1999 Chevrolet Tahoe 4x4; 1983 Chevrolet G-30 School Bus; Fire King 480FK Wood Stove; 1971 (or older) Starcraft 14’ aluminum boat with trailer; 1984 Ford E350 Ambulance; and 1997 Jeep Cherokee 4x4. 

7. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made by Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to declare the 1999 Chevrolet Tahoe 4x4 and 1983 Chevrolet G-30 School Bus as surplus so these items can be advertised using the current bid procedures.

County Attorney Alan George reported on the matter under KRS 61.810(1)(g), which is the discussion between this court and representatives with regard to a proposal that may relate to expansion of a local business.  That discussion was for informational purposes at this time; action of the court may become necessary later.  

County Attorney Alan George stated that the second matter discussed is related to a personnel matter that could lead to the termination of an employee, and that it would be appropriate for the Recycling Director, Wade Johnson, to make his recommendation on this matter as it was discussed in Executive Session.

Director Wade Johnson recommended that based on violation of departmental policies as recommended by the Department of Corrections in Amicable Training, that Cindy Kincaid be suspended without pay until the next fiscal court meeting and advised that it is the court’s intention at this time to terminate her employment.  

Judge/Executive Coyle accepted Director Johnson’s recommendation with the court’s approval made by motion.  Pursuant to the county’s personnel policy, as part of the notice sent out to this employee, she will be advised and given the opportunity to come before the court if she so wishes.

15. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve Director Wade Johnson’s recommendation to suspend Cindy Kincaid from her employment with the Recycling Center immediately without pay with the intent to terminate her at the following fiscal court meeting.

Report from John D. Jones, Jailer of the Woodford County Detention Center.  The Jail Activity Report for July 1, 2012 through December 31, 2012 was presented to the court by Jailer Jones for review and discussion.  In addition to the report being distributed to the court, Jailer Jones informed the court that Woodford County is in compliance with the implementation schedule, per the litter abatement agreement with the Division of Waste Management, by exhausting the entire grant funding by December 31, 2012.  The grant amount of $30,499.33 was utilized and exceeded by an approximate amount of $48,000.   Jailer Jones referred to the financial portion of the report that shows the Detention Center is on target with the budget amounts for this fiscal year, which reflects 65% of revenues received with 50% expenditures.  
Update from Rich Pictor, Executive Director of Falling Springs Center.  Rich Pictor gave the court an update on the status of the air conditioning system at the center.  Last June, half of the system went down and instead of leaving the entire system down for what could have been 10 to 12 weeks, the center used the other working half of the system for the remaining part of the summer.  At this time, the cost of repair for the labor and parts will be $49,000.  These parts should be delivered in March which means the system should be back up and running in time for the warm weather.  
The issue of the parked excavator at the county park was brought to the attention of the court by Rich Pictor due to the fact this machinery has not been removed from the county park, and baseball practice will resume February 15th weather permitting.  Efforts to accomplish this removal are as follows:  A letter was mailed to the attention of the owner of this equipment from County Attorney Alan George on April 27, 2012; and a letter of response dated August 15, 2012 was received from the owner informing the court the parts to this equipment would be received in August or September and as soon as these parts were installed, the equipment would be removed from county property.   Discussion followed that resulted in the decision of the court to forward a final letter requesting the owner remove the parked excavator from the Woodford County Park within fifteen (15) days of receipt of this letter.  Secondly, this letter is to state failure to do so will result in the court disposing of this equipment as the court deems fit, which could include scrapping it at the county’s solid waste center. 
16. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Bruce Gill to approve a final letter of notification being mailed to the owner of the parked excavator at the Woodford County Park which states that said equipment is to be removed within fifteen (15) days of being served with this letter by the Woodford County Sheriff.  Additionally, authority was given to Judge/Executive Coyle to make a phone call to the owner as notification this letter is forthcoming.

If students from the University of Kentucky were to become involved in this project, there could possibly be some topography maps produced that would confirm the kinds of projects for which this land is suited.
Discussion of the Release of Cashier’s Check/Certificates of Deposit held for the Huntertown Glen Estates Property.  Jon Gay, Attorney for the developer of Huntertown Glen Estates, came before the court to request the certificates of deposit to Huntertown Glen Estates be released to the jurisdiction of the City of Versailles.
17. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the release of the certificates of deposit of Huntertown Glen Estates to the jurisdiction of the City of Versailles.

Approval of Request from American Legion Woodford Post 67.  Judge/Executive Coyle entertained a motion per request received from the American Legion Woodford Post 67 to have the name of Cpl. Nicholas James Dieruf engraved in the Woodford County Courthouse Monument dedicated to those Woodford County residents who were Killed in Action.  Respectfully, Cpl. Dieruf was killed on 8 April, 2004 in Al Anbar Province, Iraq.  The inscription of the “Gulf War” would also be an additional inscription on the monument.  This inscription may be provided by form of a donation from Dorsey Clark, owner of Clark Monuments, provided he has the font that matches the original inscriptions.
18. A motion was made by Gary Finnell and seconded by Gerald Dotson to approve the request received from the American Legion Woodford Post 67 to have Cpl. Nicholas James Dieruf’s name engraved in the Woodford County Courthouse Monument dedicated to those Woodford County residents who were Killed in Action.

COMMUNICATIONS
Squire Reed – inquired about how the cost saving ideas that were suggested at the previous fiscal court meeting would be implemented.  Judge/Executive Coyle recommended that a list of these suggestions be compiled and closer to the next budget cycle, they will be discussed in our work sessions prior to the first meeting of the month.  
Squire Gill – asked the court for suggestions on how to identify Dry Ridge Road as a dangerous road if traveled at unsafe speeds with the intention of accomplishing awareness to use safety, without gaining any notoriety to this particular road.  Suggestions that were given during discussion were lowering the speed limit, use additional signage or flashing lights, or amend our ordinance to mandate Dry Ridge Road as a “double fine” road for anyone who violates the posted speed limit.  Road Engineer, Buan Smith, was asked if he would drive Dry Ridge Road and give his opinion at the following fiscal court meeting if additional signs are needed and where he would place the “Double Fine” signs if that is the decision of the court.  
Judge/Executive Coyle – reminded the court of the County Judge Association Meeting Conference that is being held on February 6-8th in Lexington.  A sign-up sheet was passed to all members of the court for them to initial if they wanted the clerk to follow-up with their registrations.  
19. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to adjourn the meeting.
