REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –
 Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,476,297.04, less the bill list of $87,377.39, less the certificate of deposit of  $426,350.80, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of  $1,918,826.85.  

Standing Committee Reports:  None

Citizen’s Participation 
Ken Kerkhoff appeared before the court on behalf of Woodford Tomorrow, a committee that created a  brand entitled “Uniquely Woodford.”  The original intent of this committee was to have the Economic Development Authority own and manage the brand until the EDA was advised by the City Attorney that their charter will not allow them to function in this capacity.  It was recommended that a governmental body, such as the Woodford County Fiscal Court, own the brand and that the management of the brand and the development of the brand strategy would be performed by a committee representing Midway, Versailles, Woodford Tomorrow and the Woodford County Fiscal Court.  Subsequent to discussion of the fiscal court owning the brand and appointing a committee to develop a strategic management plan, the court tabled this issue until the July 24th court meeting.   
Rusty Thompson, a citizen and farmer of Woodford County, referenced the previous public hearing that was held regarding the county’s acquisition of farm land adjacent to the Woodford County Park.  Mr. Thompson expressed his appreciation to the court to allow individuals of the county the opportunity to express their concerns about the county purchasing this land.  He acknowledged the fact that he was also an interested buyer of this particular parcel of land, that he is a life-long resident of the county, taxpayer, and one out of 18,001 registered voters of the county.  Numerous figures that dealt with the census and population were shared with the court to validate his point that we will never have much more than what we have presently here in Woodford County.  Further, Mr. Thompson gave his recommendation to form two standing committees, (1) farm and land management, and (2) planning and future needs, that would meet regularly and prepare a written report to be given at each fiscal court meeting.  The Treasurer was encouraged to keep a separate set of records that reflect the farm individually, i.e., income expenses, appreciation schedule, and capital improvements.  

Department Heads
Maintenance  Director, David Long requested the prefabricated cabinets that were left from previous building at the Jack Jouett House be declared surplus.

Director Johnson encouraged the court to pass along any ideas for end uses, and he would explore those options as well. 
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported this year’s paving operation is almost completed with the exception of Watts Ferry and Shore Acres.   A request for approval was made by County Road Engineer, Buan Smith to proceed with rectifying the water collection problem at a property located in Derby Hills which entails laying a culvert in the front property line to carry the water underground.  As done in the past, the county provides the labor and the homeowner pays for the materials.
