REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,725,170.34, less the bill list of $146,594.13, less the additional bill list of $17,342.62; less payroll of $234,872.25, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, including a deposit made on 4/22/13 and 4/23/13 of $83,311.67, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,981,563.95. 
Standing Committee Reports:   
Personnel Committee - Squire Gardiner gave a brief report from the Personnel Committee meeting held on April 18, 2013 attended by Judge/Executive Coyle, Squires Webber, Finnell and himself, Devetta Jackson, Human Resource Administrator, and two representatives from BB&T.  The item of discussion was health insurance; Ms. Jackson prepared a report that details the two different plans that were discussed in preparation for the next work session.  The other item discussed was whether or not to rent the Jack Jouett caretaker’s house.  No recommendation was made at this time.  
Uniquely Woodford - Squire Gill gave an update on the six minute video segment produced by Marvo Entertainment to promote economic development in Woodford County and also report the filming started this week as scheduled.  
Citizen’s Participation
Lillie Cox, with the Woodford County Conservation District and Woodford County volunteer, thanked the court for their participation in the recent Spring Fling Awards event and the Woodford County Earth Day celebration.  Also, the application for the State Fair Exhibit is due on June 14th, and Ms. Cox and Ms. Bain plan to attend a meeting of the Tourism Commission to inquire whether this project will be assumed by the Commission or the Chamber of Commerce.  
Department Heads 
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker informed the court he has an employee that has given a two week notice of her retirement and requested permission to hire a full-time employee to replace this retiring employee.

Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark reported that the Woodford County Heritage Committee has received another $500 grant from the Woodford County Conservation District to create a native tree walk at the Jack Jouett House, and a committee has been formed to oversee and take care of this native tree walk.  Also, an informational table promoting the Jack Jouett House has been reserved at the Kentucky History Education Conference that will be held in July.  This is an opportunity to market the site to K-12th grade history teachers throughout the state.

NEW BUSINESS
Rural Secondary Program, State Highway Department, District 7 presented by Bret Blair.     

Mr. Blair appeared before the fiscal court to present the State’s 2013-2014 Rural Secondary Program that illustrates how the tentative allotment for fiscal year 2013-2014 is allocated.  Mr. Blair presented the Woodford County map and explained to the court the yellow color coding of the map indicates the rural secondary roads.  The Rural Secondary Program is a program in which a percentage of the motor fuel tax is set aside to assure all rural secondary roads get resurfaced at an average of every 15 years, in addition to normal maintenance, repair, and improvements to these rural secondary roads. The RS/CR Bituminous Resurfacing Flex Funds (10% of allotment) projected for 2013-2014 are $79,718; leaving a balance of $351,271 for projects for fiscal year 2014 such as KY 1685 (Steele Road) for $215,000; KY 1964 (High Street) for $130,000; for a total estimated cost of $345,000.      
8. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve the Rural Secondary Program and the use of the Rural Secondary Resurfacing FLEX funds on District Rural Secondary recommendations as proposed by the State Highway Department, District 7 for fiscal year 2013-2014. Bret Blair was asked the question by Squire Gill why the flex percentage was reduced from 20% to 10%.  Mr. Blair explained this is a grading system that is used by the Transportation Cabinet for our road system in the county.  They take 500 foot sections of road that is randomly selected across the entire state primary road system and give that section a maintenance grade.  All of these get accumulated into a district ranking for the year.  This new grading system was put into place because so many counties have used their allocation on their county roads and now the average resurfacing cycle across the state has actually risen above the 15 year average goal.  Mr. Blair stressed this grade is no reflection upon the county; it is given out so the Central Office Maintenance can direct more money toward those counties that have the lower grades.

County Attorney Alan George – regarding the bequest made to the Woodford County Animal Shelter from the Estate of Bland T. Hardison in the amount of $1,432.47, a letter was received from law firm of Quisenberry & Quisenberry whereby W. E. Quisenberry sent a copy of the District Court Order accepting Mr. Hardison’s will into probate, approving and settling the estate.  As part of the estate settlement, each of the 120 counties were to receive this amount.  Because the Woodford County Animal Shelter is public in terms of the fact that the county has a statutory responsibility to provide an animal shelter and animal control, Mr. George recommended that the court accept this donation
