REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,118,741.10, less the bill list of $511,925.09, less the payroll of $219,476.55, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $44,578.04 (after the deposits of $81,735.78 made on 10/24/11 and 10/25/11).  Treasurer Wilson prepared an attachment to the financial report that reflects monies spent that are due to be reimbursed in the total amount of $492,730.35.  Additionally, with the real estate taxes due along with the Sheriff’s fees, the adjusted money market balance should increase by approximately $1,600,000.  
Treasurer Wilson made a request for the Treasurer’s Quarterly Report to be accepted.   Prior to a vote being taken, it was brought to the attention of the court by Squire Gill that 50% of the projected revenue for the Recycling Center for this year has already been attained in the first quarter.

Citizen’s Participation -none
Department Heads
Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court the repairs to the roof of the Courthouse Annex Building have been completed and it appears the work has successfully stopped the leaking.  Also, the Boy Scout who received permission from the court to earn his Eagle Scout Badge, Brian Gandee, appeared before the court to report his project has been completed on both pavilions at the County Park as evidenced by the pictures he displayed for the court.  
Recycling Center, Sherri McDaniel   In addition to the monthly reports that have been submitted to the court, Ms. McDaniel decided to produce a report for the court to give a comparison of the productivity and profitability of 2010 to reflect the overall accomplishments of this date.  
· In 2010, the Recycling center made approximately $123,000 from the commodities sold.  As of this date, $190,601 worth of commodities have been sold which reflect a 54% increase in revenue from 2010 to 2011;  
· The department budget only increased 13.9% from the budget of 2010-11 to the budget of 2011-12 while increasing their revenue 54%;  
· The following has been purchased with the award of $224,035.46 of state grant money: a skid steer and forktruck in 2008; a horizontal baler and a paper shredder in 2010; and a book cutter, forktruck, skid steer forks, and bin blocks in 2011;  
· With the metal recycling program being revamped, there was a revenue of $43,900  made in 2011 versus $9,700 in 2010; and
· The book cutter has afforded the increase from a profit of $32 for a ton of phone books to being able to feed that paper into the newspaper and then sell for $145 per ton.  Instead of sending books in gaylord boxes, the book cutter allows a profit of $210 to $220 a ton which eliminates the need for storing accumulated books.  
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court the county has been awarded a $30,000 grant for radio equipment  from Homeland Security.  Director Slugantz also invited all members of the court to attend the Bluegrass Emergency Response Team (“BERT”), Annual meeting scheduled for November 10th at 6:00 p.m.  This is an opportunity for everybody to view several millions of dollars worth of equipment that will be on display with the experts there to showcase this equipment.  
Jack Jouett House Director, Joel Meador gave a brief report on the Ghost Walk  that was held at the Jack Jouett House this past weekend to publicly recognize and extend his appreciation to the cast of Woodford County High School students for their 180 hours of donated time they volunteered to their local county museum to make this year’s Ghost Walk a success.  

Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright informed the court of the Take-Back Initiative that is scheduled for Saturday, October 29th  from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. that  will provide an opportunity for the public to surrender expired, unwanted, or unused pharmaceutical controlled substances and other medications.   This is a collaborative effort with the Drug Enforcement Agency and the Woodford County Sheriff’s Office to remove potentially dangerous controlled substances from our nation’s medicine cabinets.  
Woodford County Economic Development Authority, Brad McLean, Chair stated that the contract with Bluegrass Area Development District (“Bluegrass ADD”), became effective on October 1st.  McLean reported to the court that the Hardin Fields’ property is where a development is taking place.  This property has gone through the Technical Review Committee and is going before the Planning and Zoning Commission next month.

Discussion of Coroner’s Building was brought before the court by Judge/Executive Coyle to inform all members of the discrepancy of the recent work performed compared to the bid specifications that related to all duct work in the building.  In the Bid Specifications, specifically in the Mechanical section, item number 3, the specifications state “all duct work shall be 22 gauge for straight duct and 20 gauge fittings.”  Subsequent to lengthy discussion for the purpose of discerning the interpretation of the type of duct work that was stipulated in the specifications versus what the contractor installed, the general consensus was to leave the installed R-6 flex pipe in the attic instead of changing to metal pipe, which was approved during the state’s inspection.  Further, Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court that the general contractor, JPG Construction, LLC, and the HVAC contractor, Moore Heating and Cooling, both agreed to make a concession of $600 each which equates to a $1,200 credit to the existing contract.   
10. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Larry Craig to accept the $1,200 concession made by the contractors, JPG Construction, LLC and Moore Heating and Cooling, and as proposed to leave the installed R-6 flex pipe in the attic instead of changing to metal pipe in the Woodford County Coroner’s building.
