REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,221,161,53, less the bill list of $96,098.92, less the payroll of $250,959.22, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,449,606.19.  
Treasurer Wilson informed the court the county’s certificate of deposit matured yesterday, and the rate for a six month maturity date at the same bank is 0.55 percent.  A nine month maturity rate of 0.65 percent is available at another banking institution, but due to the time involved for another collateral agreement to be approved by their board of directors and the court, Treasurer Wilson made the recommendation to renew the certificate of deposit with the present bank at 0.55 percent.

Standing Committee Reports:
Squire Gill reported to the court on behalf of the Residential Water Run-off Committee that due to a complaint from his constituent regarding run-off water that was created as a result of her neighbor’s building, there is no recourse if it is a residential run-off problem.  There are regulations in place that pertain to commercial building that require a plan to be submitted by an engineer to show where the water will drain.  The Kentucky Division of Water Resources has a KYR10000RTC permit that is required prior to any construction if more than one acre of land is being disturbed.  This permit required by the state does not apply to Squire Gill’s constituent’s particular water run-off problem because there is less than one acre on her neighbor’s property.  Subsequent to Squire Gill meeting with a state official, a recommendation will made to the court at the next fiscal court meeting.  
Citizen’s Participation - none
Bea Stringer of 11145 Troy Pike came before the court with a bag of plastics the Lexington Recycling Center does not accept, along with a small list of plastics designated as 1’s and 2’s that are accepted at the at the Lexington Recycling Center.  Ms. Stringer received confirmation this same bag of plastics would be accepted at the Woodford County Recycling Center as recyclable items.  Ms. Stringer closed by saying if Lexington sorts our recycling, all of this will go into a landfill.  
Mike Coconaugher, on behalf of Farm Bureau of Woodford County, stated that Farm Bureau voted unanimously at their last meeting that they as an organization are in favor of the Woodford County Recycling Center staying the way it is now.  
Lillie Cox of 116 Stout Avenue informed the court that she would like to reiterate her feelings she expressed in her letter to the editor of The Woodford Sun by saying she felt we need to keep our recycling center open and running here in Woodford County.

OLD BUSINESS 
Recommendation of Ambulance Bid by Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker would be to purchase the chassis from Bluegrass International for $75,388.66 in accordance with the bid schedule and the 2012 Type I, Class I Ambulance Module (Conversion) from Marque Ambulance for $118,869.00 in accordance with the bid schedule for a total price of $194,257.66.  Since the date of delivery may be late October or early November, the court elected to use this time to explore as to whether it would be more beneficial to lease the ambulance rather than purchase.

Approval of Resolution in Support of Housebill 79.  County Attorney Alan George stated that in making the decision of whether the court is in support of Housebill 79, the court needs to be aware of the recent activity, and more specifically, whether this particular Housebill has been heard by the Judiciary Committee or replaced with another Housebill.  Any movement at this time to support a resolution for a Housebill that may no longer even be considered by a House Judiciary Committee was discouraged.  Squire Gardiner stated that bringing this resolution to the court’s attention was not necessarily to support Housebill 79, it was just an effort to support a bill that would help do away with the methamphetamine problem.  This issue was tabled and is to be placed on the agenda for further review at the following fiscal court meeting.  
Discussion of the Beasley Crossing Paving and Paving of the Pathway.  As suggested at the previous fiscal court meeting, John Penfield, President of the Bluegrass Railroad Museum, informed the court that he contacted RJ Corman to see if they would be willing to use some of the grant money they were awarded as a community service to re-pave the crossing and they again declined.  Even though the crossing was not specified in the original grant, Mr. Penfield received approval from the Department of Transportation to use a portion of the grant funding for the re-paving of the railroad crossing on Beasley Drive.  The City of Versailles will report back to Mr. Penfield as to whether they can do the paving for free or a reduced cost.  Without any assistance from the City of Versailles, $29,000 of the grant money will be spent toward the renewal of the crossing.   The request for Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the change order that will facilitate the grant money to be used for this crossing paving was requested by Mr. Penfield.

The second project Mr. Penfield brought before the court was making the principal pathway handicap accessible from the parking lot to their handicap accessible ramp.  At the time the original TTE grant was signed by the court, there was also a contract signed for the Bluegrass Railroad to take over some of the reporting requirements.  John Penfield has been submitting the reporting necessary to the Department of Transportation to get reimbursement.  Per the contract, the court was to put up $12,000 for in-kind services to offset the cost of Mr. Penfield doing the paperwork.  The Road Department has provided approximately $4,000 worth of in-kind services by hauling the ballast rock this past August, leaving a balance of $8,000.  The request is for the court to approve the Road Department to pave an 8’ x  90’ long pathway that would result in a smooth transition from the parking lot to the station that would accommodate handicap appliances.  The estimate given by County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, was less than $2,000 for the asphalt, prep time, and labor.  
9. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Bruce Gill to approve the request for the county to provide the material and labor to pave an 8’ x 90’ long pathway that would result in a smooth pathway from the parking lot to the station that would accommodate handicap appliances, with the contingency the finished pathway is ADA compliant. Update presented by Judge/Executive Coyle on the Petition for the Local Option Election in Midway.  Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court that Mark Wombles, owner of the Heirloom Restaurant in Midway contacted County Attorney Alan George and told him that he was the person who had circulated and submitted the petition for a local option election in Midway.   Mr. Wombles was made aware of two things:  (1) there is a possible fatal flaw in the wording of the petition; and (2) this matter may be addressed by legislation which would eliminate the need for a local option election and the cost to the county for that election.  Since there can be no guarantee that the election would withstand a legal challenge if one were filed, Mr.Wombles indicated to Mr. George he may simply allow the legislation  to take its course and set aside the local option election route.  Subsequently, Mr. Wombles sent an email to Mr. George on February 20, 2012 stating that he would like to repeal his petition for liquor by the drink in Midway.  Judge/Executive Coyle granted Mr. Wombles’ request for the petition to be repealed, which means there is no basis or reason to schedule a local option election in Midway.
