REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –
 Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status of the year ending cash balance as being $2,503,874.68, less the bill list of $833,296.07, less the certificate of deposit of $426,350.80, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of  $1,433,199.29.  
Regarding year end financial information, Treasurer Wilson submitted the actual Statement of Bank Balance for fiscal year July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2012.  The Treasurer’s Settlement that reports all the funds and detail of revenues and expenditures for the year was distributed to the court for their review.  The court will be asked to accept the Treasurer’s Settlement report at the next fiscal court meeting.    
Approval of the First Reading of Budget Amendment No. 1 for fiscal year 2012-2013 (Ordinance No. 2012-11)
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the Annual Budget Amendment thereof and have a FIRST  READING of a proposed ordinance amending the Woodford County budget for fiscal year 2012-2013 to include unanticipated receipts from grants and carryover from fiscal year end in the amount of $346,951.15 and increasing expenditures in the area of State grants and adjust General, Road, Jail, LGEA, and DEM funds and for carryover.

Citizen’s Participation  - none

Department Heads
Parks and Recreation Director, Rich Pictor gave a brief description and passed around pictures of the rocks and debris that have been carried onto the new turf on the football field.  The millings around the field are getting in players’ cleats and not only becoming a safety issue, but the millings that have collected on the turf could prevent proper drainage.  Mr. Pictor submitted an invoice for 1½” asphalt  paving around the football field given by County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, in the amount of $16,065 and made a request for the court to approve the county paying for one half of this cost.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that the ticket surcharge the county receives is between $7,000 and $8,000, and the purpose of this surcharge was preferably to be spent on the Community Stadium.

2. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the request of the Parks and Recreation Director, Rich Pictor, for the county to pay one half of the paving around the football field at the cost of  $8,032.50.

Lastly, Rich Pictor wanted the court to be aware that Falling Springs Center has recently experienced a problem with their air conditioning.  After researching the solutions and the cost involved, the decision was made to wait until the weather cools down in October which would prevent the Parks and Recreation Board from having to make prompt decisions that could prove to be much more costly.   
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright distributed his letter of request that all taxing districts set their collection rates for 2012 by September 15, 2012.  The Sheriff’s 2012 tax rate letter also posts the tax collection schedule for 2012 with notice that on April 15th all delinquent tax bills will be transferred to the Woodford County Clerk for collections per state statute.

In order to keep traffic moving since this is a “no outlet road,” Marathon Oil has asked if the county could lay the final surface course once the repairs are made because they do not have a paving contractor readily available.  Marathon Oil has made this request of the county with the full commitment made the county would be reimbursed 100% of all costs the county would incur for paving this portion of Elliston Lane.
5. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve the request of County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to enter into a written agreement with Marathon Oil in reference to the reimbursement for the paving performed by the Woodford County Road Department on Elliston Lane in conjunction with the repair work performed by Marathon Oil.  This agreement is contingent upon approval given by County Attorney, Alan George, prior to the execution of said agreement.  (Attachment)

Recycling Director, Wade Johnson requested the court’s approval for Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the Report for Waste Tire Grant for the grant period of July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2012.  The total amount of grant money Woodford County received is $3,000.  The total actual costs incurred by the county under this Waste Tire Grant during this grant period for the disposal or recycling of waste tires is $2,659.80.  This report is verifying the total unspent grant funds returned is $340.20, which means the county had more money than we had waste tires to dispose or recycle.

Approval of the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet Grant for the Woodford County School’s Safe Route for School Program for the Tiger Bike Path.   
Judge/Executive Coyle requested a brief explanation of this project from Melody Hamilton, who supervises/administers the physical educational program in the Woodford County School system.  Ms. Hamilton explained that she wrote a grant through the Department of Transportation for the Woodford County Middle School, which requires the Woodford County Fiscal Court to be an administrator of the grant money.  Ms. Hamilton stated this program will provide training and education on the level of teaching bicycle safety, care of the bicycles, emergency situations pertaining to riding bicycles, after school bicycle training for the non-riders and three wheel bicycles for students with disabilities.  This grant money would also provide training for physical education teachers who are not certified bicycle educators.   Ms. Hamilton also committed that she would serve as the reporting person to the fiscal court and the agent who would be responsible of fulfilling the state reporting requirements.
