REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – No report given on this date.   
Standing Report  - 
On behalf of the Personnel Committee’s unanimous recommendation, Squire Barnett stated that he is prepared to make a motion as a result of meeting with the Woodford County Fiscal Court’s insurance broker concerning the county’s health insurance for the next fiscal year.  
1. A motion was made by Steve Barnett and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the request of the Personnel Committee to accept their recommendation for the Woodford County Fiscal Court to remain with Humana Medical, Humana Vision, Delta Dental, and Humana Life for fiscal year 2010-2011.

Citizen’s Participation 
Steve Tracy, Coordinator of E-911 System of the Versailles Police Department, reported dispatch difficulties with the police and emergency services detecting exact locations on Scotts Ferry East and Scotts Ferry Road.  Additionally, one citizen that lives on Scotts Ferry East recently voiced a complaint about not being able to receive his mail because he has the same house number as someone else that is located on Scotts Ferry Road.  Tracy made a recommendation to alleviate the confusion by suggesting these roads are changed from “Scotts Ferry East” back to “Poor House Pike” or changing “Scotts Ferry Road” and “Scotts Ferry East” to “East Scotts Ferry and West Scotts Ferry.”  Judge/Executive Coyle stated a meeting would be set to discuss this matter with Squire Brown and County Road Engineer, Buan Smith.

Tracy also made the court aware the E-911 System operated and managed by the Versailles Police Department received an Honor for Technology.  Woodford County, Jessamine County, and Lexington were the first in the State of Kentucky to implement an IP network for their 911 emergency systems.  When this network is complete, which is approximately 90% complete at this time, this network will reduce the expense $30,000 to $32,000 a year.  As soon as this network goes statewide, Tracy reported they will have the capability to transfer calls anywhere in the state.  
Tami Vater, Executive Director of the Chamber of Commerce, announced a meeting on Thursday, April 21st from 11:45 to 1:00 at KCTCS.  Deputy Commissioner of the Kentucky Department of Travel and John Long with the National Equestrian Foundation will be attending this Chamber luncheon to discuss the tourism impact on Woodford County and give updates on the World Equestrian Games.
Department Heads
Maintenance Director, David Long.  Long reported three maintenance issues: (1) that he is contracting with a landscaping company to remove the bushes and lower the landscape around the Senior Citizens Building to prevent the weep holes around the building getting covered again and resulting in moisture collecting under the building; (2) the courthouse and annex carpet is scheduled to be cleaned; and (3) due to there being a potential safety hazard in the courthouse annex building with the a set of glass doors hanging near the main entrance, Long suggested the removal of said doors since they have always been propped open and serving no energy efficient purpose. Due to the size and weight of this set of glass doors, Long received a quote of $500.00 from a contractor to perform the actual removal.  Judge/Executive Coyle suggested this issue is tabled until the next fiscal court meeting, which would give members of the court time to personally inspect and evaluate the safety issue before contracting for the removal of this set of glass doors.

Report from CMW, Inc. Regarding Repairs at the Senior Citizens Center.   Ken Reeves of CMW, Inc. appeared before the court to respond to the remaining warranty issues pertaining to the Senior Citizens Center that were itemized from a list he received from County Attorney Alan George.  Ken Reeves addressed each item as follows:
· The electric heaters were just turned off, but since the switches showed some signs of aging, they were replaced by Hussung Mechanical Contractors;
· The quote from Hussang Mechanical Contractors to install an auto fill system on the geothermal system was $4,857.00.  Reeves reported the auto fill system was initially declined based on the fact the county wanted to monitor the system for leaks.  With the alternative being to periodically fill the water loss manually every three or four months, Maintenance Director, David Long, asked to be provided with exact directions and instructions to add the correct amount of water each time the geothermal system is low.  
· The trim, caulking, and painting are underway by Joe Vescey.  Reeves stated he would report back to the court on his progress.
· The flaking paint on the floor vents has been corrected by Hussang Mechanical by repainting the vents;
· The exit sign is being repaired by Ready Electric;
· Regarding the flooring laid by Howard Carpenter Flooring in the corridor coming off the parking area, Reeves stated that he thought the separation of the planks is caused by moisture infiltrating down to the subfloor causing swelling and failure of the joint; Reeves said this all goes back to the care and maintenance of the floor.  CMW has asserted their intentions to replace the flooring in this corridor, at their expense of $2,800.00; and
· Regarding the sealing of the newly replaced flooring and the remaining portion of flooring, a question was posed to Reeves by County Attorney Alan George as to whether Howard Carpenter would consider prorating the cost of sealing the balance of the floor at the 2007 cost and if someone would instruct David Long about how to apply the sealant in the future on the schedule recommended by the manufacture. 
9. A motion was made by Geoffrey Reid and seconded by Larry Craig to instruct Howard Carpenter to proceed with the flooring repairs in the Senior Citizens Building, specifically, the corridor flooring off from the parking lot, at the expense of CMW, Inc. and for the Woodford County Fiscal Court to incur the 2007 prorated expense of sealing the remaining portion of flooring.

Spectrum Contracting’s Response to the Liquidated Damage Clause Claimed by the Woodford County Fiscal Court.  County Attorney Alan George stated that he has not been contacted by this company regarding this issue, and reported on behalf of the court  to say that in his opinion,  the county has a legitimate liquidated damages claim that the county should continue to assert.  This issue was removed from the agenda until further notice from Spectrum Contracting.  
Representative of Farmers’ Market, Cindy Sullivan, Funding Request.  Cindy Sullivan, Market Manager of the Woodford County Farmers’ Market and representative of the 2010 Twilight Festival Committee, requested $750.00 for the 2010 Woodford County Farmers’ Market 10th Anniversary Festival scheduled for July 30th.  There was lengthy discussion about the timeline this outside agency would need this funding and the court explained they have to be fair and consistent with all requests because the court is not allocating any funding at the end of this budget cycle.  This issue was concluded by County Attorney Alan George explaining the 2010-2011 budget is being finalized now, and they may receive a commitment to be included in the budget but will not receive the funding until after July 1st.

Communications 
Magistrates  -  
Squire Craig -  requested a revision be made on the letter of appreciation that is addressed to the Woodford County Fiscal Court from the Art in the Park Committee to reflect the funding granted was an “allocation” instead of a “donation.”  
Squire Dotson – made an inquiry to Squire Webber about the Frankfort Plant Board Waterline Project.  Squire Webber stated that they are probably 90% finished with the work on McCracken Pike and they are starting on the other side of Steele Road now.
County Attorney Alan George stated that the Court of Appeals of Kentucky affirmed the Woodford County Fiscal Court’s decision in the Backer case to deny the zone change; however, they do have the option of asking the Supreme Court of Kentucky to reconsider that decision.  Additionally, in the Zeis v. Reeves case regarding the zone change request on Cummins Ferry Road, the Court of Appeals has decided they will not hear oral arguments, which means the court will rule on the briefs that have been submitted.  
Assistant County Attorney Phyllis Mattingly reported the zoning change application was filed with the Planning and Zoning Commission for the Huntertown Relocation Project property to be re-zoned to a conservation zone.  On April 8th, the Planning and Zoning Commission adopted a recommendation to consolidate the two parcels and the Zoning Map Amendment will be brought before the fiscal court at the next meeting for a proposed First Reading. 

 Judge/Executive John Coyle gave a reminder to the court of the meeting scheduled for Friday, April 16th in the 2nd floor courtroom with the Transportation Cabinet, District 7, regarding the Central Kentucky Transportation Study in Woodford County to discuss the local and regional transportation needs of our county and community.
