APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of March 11, 2014.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,806,900.80, less the bill list of $143,017.24, less payroll of $218,529.83, less the certificate of deposit of $428,833.51, with an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,016,520.22.

MOTION CARRIED
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker informed the court of the following three bids that were received on this date: (1) a bid received from Wheeled Coach for a new ambulance with a quote of $247,042; (2) a bid received from Creative Coach for a new ambulance with a quote of $219,693; and (3) a bid received from American Emergency Vehicles with a quote of $180,000 for a 2012 demo with 15,000 miles on a Durastar chassis.  Director Shewmaker reported that the warranty would be the same on the AEV demo as if it were a new ambulance that would cover the chassis, paint, electrical and all other parts as specified in the bid package.  Additionally, there would be no charge for AEV to re-paint this demo to match the existing fleet of ambulances owned by the county.  Director Shewmaker’s recommendation to the court was to accept the bid from American Emergency Vehicles for the 2012 demo at the quoted price of $180,000.
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the recommendation made by Director Shewmaker to accept the bid from American Emergency Vehicles for the 2012 demo ambulance at the quoted price of $180,000 contingent upon receiving a satisfactory inspection report from Dean Newby, County Road Department Garage Forman.

Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court that the two courthouse doors, the Sheriff’s automatic door and the door on the south end of the courthouse, need to be repaired with replacement hinges.  Two bids were sought; however, only one company submitted their bid for $685 to make the repairs with replacement hinges.
2. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the expense of $658 to Hek Glass, Inc. for the repairs that need to be made to two courthouse doors, the Sheriff’s automatic door and the door on the south end of the courthouse.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith addressed the issue of re-striping the parking lot at the county park by giving three potential plans and the estimated costs of each plan which includes the striping, signage and parking blocks as follows:  

· Plan (1) configuration offers a total of 628 regular parking spots with 23 total handicap marked spots, 13 of which would be handicap accessible from both sides of the car at a cost of $12,500;

·  Plan (2) configuration offers a total of 596 regular parking spots with 26 total handicap marked spots at a cost of $11,040; and
· Plan (3) configuration offers a total of 614 regular parking spots with 23 total handicap marked spots at a cost of $9,100.

Discussion followed regarding how long it has been since the parking lot was sealed with the preference being that the sealing process be addressed prior to the striping of the parking lot.  By recommendation of County Engineer, Buan Smith that the parking lot is past being sealed and instead needs to be resurfaced, the court’s consensus was to table this decision until Smith receives his annual overlay bid.  At that time, this project could be included as an alternate and with the bid price of paving around the football field.
For the accuracy of the annual bid price for striping, Smith requested the court’s decision of which plan would be used for the configuration of the parking spaces.  Plan (3) was chosen due to the fact this configuration serves both purposes as being the most accessible during normal parking and during the week of the Woodford County Fair.  
3. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Duncan Gardiner to approve Plan (3) configuration which offers a total of 614 regular parking spots with 23 total handicap marked spots at a cost of $9,100.

Judge/Executive Coyle directed the clerk to set up the bid process of selling this vehicle with the court’s authorization.

County Attorney Alan George proceeded to express his gratitude to Susan and her department for the good work they do for our county and to inform the court that our Woodford County Animal Control Department displays professionalism while attaining their goal to see these animals are protected.
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark reported that open season will begin on April 1st and reminded the court that the Jack Jouett House will be closed on Wednesday and Thursday unless a group tour is scheduled by appointment.  The 2014 Calendar of Events was distributed, which is not the same as the previous 2014 Calendar of Events of Archeological Events.  There is an addition of three programs to the calendar, one of which is the Early American Kitchen Garden Series that will be in conjunction with the Woodford County Herbalist.  Another program is the September 13th dedication of our “Native Tree Walk” when Dr. Bill Fountain will describe the trees of the early Kentucky landscape that witnessed the settlement of our frontier.

The Jack Jouett Archeology team has begun excavation at the distillery performing preliminary tasks, and by doing so, have located what the team believes is a cellar.  The expanded outreach of this program has been evidenced by the 52,000 hits on the Jack Jouett Archeology Facebook website, one of which was from Great Britain.  Janice closed by stating she downloads the events held at the Jack Jouett House on six different tourism websites.  

Versailles Police Assistant Chief, James Fugate received a request from Squire Finnell regarding the need for additional security from the Police Department given to the Henry Witten Park.  Chief Fugate assured Squire Finnell that additional security would be provided to this particular area.
