Old Business
Report of the Logan Helm Woodford County Library:  Karen Kasacavage, Library Director, stated that the compensatory rate that was recommended by the Kentucky Department of Library and Archives through the Revenue Cabinet was 6.5 this year versus 6.3 that was adopted last year.  The board voted not to take the 4% tax rate increase even though it was recommended by the state because they felt they were being judicious and sympathetic to economic times to only take the compensatory rate of 6.5% so that the Library District could maintain their level of income.  Some income comes from fines, fees, and donations from memorials which is not able to be projected; however, the bulk of their income comes from taxes.  Kasacavage recognized the other members of the Library District Board that were present at the court meeting as follows: Charlann Wombles, Chair; Tim Middleton, Vice Chair; Judy Offutt, Secretary; Rita Soper, and Sammy Cundiff, member of the board for eight years.  
Approval of the Resolution and Agreement between the Transportation Cabinet and the Woodford County Fiscal Court for the Bluegrass Railroad “Back to the River Project” grant from the 2008 Transportation Enhancement Recovery Act project was brought before the court and John Penfield, Executive Director of the Bluegrass Railroad (BGRR) Museum, stated the principal purpose of the contract is to transfer some of the accounting and reporting requirements from the court to himself.  These duties would entail reporting the amount of hours worked and the amount paid to each contractor that is employed on the job.  Since this project will be actually managed by John Penfield and members of the BGRR Museum Board, County Attorney Alan George agreed a separate contract would be necessary to stipulate the terms that John Penfield would be operating under relative to the accounting responsibilities he is accepting on behalf of the fiscal court and the BGRR.  Additionally, the finance committee was satisfied with the Department of Transportation’s explanation of their reimbursement procedure for the initial payments the county will be making for the project.
