Department Heads 
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported the status of the road salt being in good supply with the barn completely full at this point in time; Smith is pursuing other options to purchase additional salt for the months to follow.  
Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court that he had consulted with a contractor for an opinion about installing 22 feet of 2 inch ceiling crown molding at the Senior Citizens Building to cover an area where the wall pulls apart from the ceiling at a cost of approximately $150.

OLD BUSINESS
Approval of the Budget of the Woodford County Sheriff for 2011.   The following questions were posed to Sheriff Wright regarding his proposed budget for 2011:  
(1) What has caused the need to make your three Annex Deputies full-time employees that is reflected as an $18,000 increase of salary and benefits in your proposed budget?  
(2)  Do you have the ability to increase your fees to offset these expenses?  
(3)  If one of these three Annex Deputies leave that position, will that position remain    a full-time position? 
(4) Why don’t you (Sheriff Wright) go back to just hiring five part-time Annex Deputies?  
Sheriff Wright answered the above-referenced questions as follows:
(1) Two of the five Annex Deputies employed took another position, which only left three trained Annex Deputies.  When Sheriff Wright was approached by the three remaining to be made full-time employees, he stated to the court that he felt he wanted to reward these employees for their long-term service.
(2) Sheriff Wright informed the court that he is at the statutory limit on most of the fees that he charges at this time.  The estimated revenue for the previous year was $820,000 and the actual amount of revenue collected was $946,000.  
(3) No, these three positions would revert back to a part-time position.

(4) Sheriff Wright stated the requirements that have to be met before he can hire anybody in this deputy position have changed in that he has to submit that person’s name to Richmond for clearance, they have to pass a polygraph test, a drug screening, and a psychological testing, which takes 90 days.  Additionally, these deputies have to attend an 80 hour basic training and complete continued educational classes every other year, all of which come out of the Sheriff’s budget.  
7. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the 2011 Budget of the Woodford County Sheriff, which includes the associated cost of making the three Annex Deputies full-time employees; however, this motion includes the stipulation that if any one of these three Annex Deputies leave their position, this position will revert back to a part-time position.

NEW BUSINESS

Approval of the Budget of the Woodford County Clerk for 2011:  Woodford County Clerk, Judie Woolums informed the court that she has included a $1,500 raise for each of her eight deputies because they have not had a raise since 2009.  Additionally, Woolums requested a $25,000 allocation for the hiring of an additional full-time deputy if needed in the future.  Subsequent to Woolums’ request, County Attorney Alan George informed the court that once the court votes on a her budget proposal, because she is a Constitutional Officer, she has to determine within that budgetary amount how her salary pool will be distributed and if there is sufficient money to hire another deputy.  If this $25,000 is not included in County Clerk Woolums’ budget proposal, George explained that she could later make a request to the court for a budget amendment for additional money for another deputy.  
8. A motion was made by Duncan Gardiner and seconded by Gerald Dotson to approve the budget of the Woodford County Clerk for 2011 for $459,400.00, based on Line Item 32, Deputies Gross Salaries, reflecting $296,500.00, which is not inclusive of the $25,000.00 salary request for an additional deputy. Approval of Woodford County Detention Center Agreement with Menifee County.  Woodford County Jailer, John Jones reported to the court that he was contacted by the Menifee County Jailer to propose an agreement with Woodford County.  Since Menifee County does not have a jail, Montgomery County Jail detains any inmates that Menifee County courts have ordered to serve a jail sentence.  Jones informed the court that the Department of Corrections closed the Montgomery County Jail, and Menifee County is searching for housing for their 17 inmates for an agreed housing fee of $35.00 per day, per inmate for the next four to six months.  This per-diem represents compensation for housing, meals, in-house medical services, and all transporting expenses.  
11. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gary Finnell to authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to enter into this Detention Center Agreement on this date between the Woodford County Fiscal Court, on behalf of the Woodford County Detention Center, and the Menifee County Fiscal Court that specifically authorizes Woodford County Jailer, John Jones, to house 17 inmates for an agreed housing fee of $35.00 per day, per inmate  for housing, meals, in-house medical services, and all transporting expenses for the next four to six months.

Jailer Jones informed the court the jail has two broken Digital Video Recorders (“DVR’s”) and only 16 security cameras that are operational, which means there is one half camera coverage and recording capability at this time.  Although Jones has received a quote of $7,500 to replace both DVR’s with equipment that can be upgraded with newer equipment and software, Jones stated that he would get a minimum of two additional quotes to get the best price and service.

Approval of Interlocal Cooperative Agreement among 17 Kentucky Counties.  The Bluegrass Area Development District (“BGADD”), sent their representative, Lori Collins, to answer any questions the court may have about the Interlocal Cooperative Agreement and Resolution that Woodford County has been asked to become a part of along with 16 other counties.  Ms. Collins informed the court that the BGADD serves as the administrators and fiscal representatives of the Workforce Enforcement Act Program.  This program is federally funded through the U. S. Department of Labor and a product of the Workforce Enforcement Act of 1998.  Primarily, this program works with individuals that are looking for work to help them be ready and able to go to work, which entails job training and sometimes being a broker between that person and an employer to help that person get a job over another applicant.  Ms. Collins informed the court the execution of this Interlocal Agreement and Resolution designates Woodford County as one of the 17 counties that agree to participate in the Workforce Enforcement Act Program and allows BGADD to administer the program.    
17. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve the execution of the Interlocal Cooperative Agreement among the Kentucky Counties of Anderson, Bourbon, Boyle, Clark, Estill, Fayette, Franklin, Garrard, Harrison, Jessamine, Lincoln, Madison, Mercer, Nicholas, Powell, Scott, and Woodford and Resolution.
