As a preview to an issue that will be brought before the court the following fiscal court meeting, Mr. Penfield informed the court the Bluegrass Railroad Museum wants to participate in the reconstruction of the Beasley Road crossing in a cooperative effort to also include the City of Versailles.  Mr. Penfield stated they are contemplating either re-bidding this crossing paving project as a separate contract or possibly presenting it as a change order to the existing contract.  One area the county may be able to assist in this project would be the paving.  
Proposed First Reading of Zoning Map Amendment, 3395 Lexington Road, Ordinance No. 2012-03.  Judge/Executive Coyle entertained a motion for the First Reading of a Zoning Map Amendment and 3rd Amended Final Development Plan – Kain Land Co., LLC – 14.886 acres from B-3 to B-4 and 13.0 acres from A-1 to B-4.

Judge/Executive Coyle reminded the court of the grant that was previously awarded to Woodford County for the repair of the façade on the front of the Woodford County Courthouse.  The Bluegrass Area Development District approved the request to transfer the grant request from the original project to the project of upgrading the computer system of the Versailles-Midway-Woodford County Planning and Zoning Office, which is a joint agency that serves Versailles, Midway, and Woodford County.

COMMUNICATIONS
Squire Craig – made a request for County Engineer, Buan Smith to address the condition of Hedden Road in the specific part of the road that is somewhat of a 90 degree curve that needs built up or filled in.  Smith responded by stating cars have been cutting into that corner, and that he would raise that portion of the road up to alleviate that problem.  
Squire Reed – commended Sheriff Wright for his diligent work in negotiating the purchase of two new cruisers this past week; an exceptionally fine job was done in paying less than the amount anticipated.  Also, Squire Reed asked the court to think about which department the court would be  evaluating next regarding expenditures and operations.
Squire Dotson – regarding the intersection at McCowans Ferry and Falling Springs Blvd, Squire Dotson recommended the fiscal court make a request to the State Highway Department to install the type of stoplight poles with cameras that are at the intersection of Woodford Feed and on Locust Street to increase the visibility of the light.  Since the conception of this intersection in 2004, there have been six collisions and 3 fatalities.  Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court he would request that someone from the State Highway Department evaluate this intersection and investigate the cost involved and report the findings to the court when he is in receipt.  
Squire Gill – brought the matter before the court for the court’s opinion about residential water runoff problems that could potentially cause water runoff problems for their neighbor.  Since a site plan is not required to be submitted before Planning and Zoning, such as required for commercial building, Squire Gill posed the question to the court “do we need a water plan?”   Judge/Executive Coyle appointed a committee consisting of Squires Gill, Finnell, and Reed to investigate this issue further and make a recommendation to the full court as to whether or not this needs to be presented to Planning and Zoning.

Assistant County Attorney, Phyllis Mattingly informed the court about a situation that exists today a result of an inadvertence that occurred 25 to 30 years ago.  As part of the Russelltown Revitalization Project, the county purchased the properties which were acquired by deed, the properties were renovated and a new plat was reconfigured with some of the lots, and the properties were deeded back to the property owners.  The fiscal court adopted a resolution creating an agency named the Woodford County Urban Renewal and Community Development Agency strictly for the purpose of acquiring all the properties and at the conclusion of the project to deed the property back to the property owners.  With there being one property owner that did not have their property deeded back to them as planned, and the agency that was created as a vehicle to make this deed transaction now being defunct, it is necessary for a lawsuit to be filed with the Woodford County Circuit Court in which the court would be asked to find through inadvertence or mistake that this property now be issued back by order of the court to the heirs of this property.  
26. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve and authorize the request of Assistant County Attorney, Phyllis Mattingly to file a lawsuit with the Woodford County Circuit Court to accomplish this property transfer back to the heirs of the original property owner.

County Attorney Alan George – Judge/Executive Coyle requested that County Attorney Alan George inform the court of the recent petition received from the citizens of Midway petitioning a local option election in Midway.  The petition reads as follows:  We the undersigned would like a local option election pursuant to KRS 242.127 on the following proposition: “Are you in favor of distilled spirits and wine by the drink for consumption on the premises in the City of Midway?”  County Attorney Alan George stated the statute says you can have an local option election by specifically stating “Are you in favor of the sale of distilled spirits or wine by the drink for consumption on the premises in the City?”  As advised by the general counsel of the Alcohol Beverage Control Board and the State Board of Elections, an opinion was referenced with some language left out whereby the judge ruled as long as there was substantial compliance, then the election could go forward.  The question is raised, is this substantial compliance as opposed to fatally defective?  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he wants to be respectful of those who have supported this move in Midway, but he also wants to be a good steward to safeguard taxpayer dollars to make sure that we do not incur the cost of an election which could be subject to challenge.  The final decision will be given by Judge/Executive Coyle in the following fiscal court meeting as to whether or not an Executive Order will be issued to move forward with the local option election before the deadline of March 20, 2012.  
Judge/Executive Coyle reminded the court of the Pre-proposal Conference (for the bidding process for the new ambulance) that is scheduled for February 16th at 10:00 and the formal bid opening of the new ambulance on February 17th at 10:00, 11:00, and 12:00.
