REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,016,412.31, less the bill list of $69,179.83, less the additional bill list of $7,758.48, less payroll of $208,077.20, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,331,455.28.
Standing Report –  
Squire Webber reported on behalf of the Coroner’s Committee that a location for the Coroner’s office is still being finalized, and the committee will be in a position to report back lease amounts after receiving some quotes next week.  A brief meeting was held after the fiscal court meeting to discuss other possible options for the location of the Coroner’s office.    
Citizen’s Participation - none
Department Heads 
Jack Jouett House Director, Joel Meador informed the court of a two day event scheduled for December 11th and 12th featuring eight original Jouett family portraits by early 19th century Kentucky artist Matthew Harris Jouett that will be displayed inside his historic Woodford County boyhood home, the Jack Jouett House.  There will be a $5.00 admission fee charged to view the first individual exhibition dedicated solely to the art of Matthew Harris Jouett since the 1980 Transylvania University Bicentennial exhibition.  
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz reported that the Safety Committee has formed a Health and Wellness Committee that is working on a program that will offer a wide range of possibilities to all county employees to promote a positive lifestyle for their well-being and good health.  Slugantz requested permission on behalf of the committee to distribute a survey to all county employees that would provide a general consensus of the type of program that would be the most beneficial for them as a group.

Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court that he is pricing a device to attach to the middle of the roof of the Courthouse Annex building that would hold the ice that collects on the roof behind a protruding bar that would allow the ice time to melt instead of sliding off to possibly injure someone.  
Long also informed the court that the Courthouse Annex building has one control module for the entire building that controls the heating and cooling of the building.  Since this module has not been operating properly during the past few weeks, Long obtained a quote from the contractor he has used for this building, and it will cost approximately $2,700 (installed) to replace this module.  When this module has to be replaced, Long stated that it is a possibility that the Administrative Office of the Courts will pay for a portion of the replacement cost.  

Lastly, Long addressed the possibility of using some of the appropriated monies that were allocated for building upgrades for the replacement of the courthouse windows.  Due to the fact these single-pane windows with storm windows are 40 years of age, replacement parts are no longer available, and there is a definite danger in securing the windows in a raised position, Long requested a committee to be formed to decide if the windows could be replaced by sections at a time, and if so, which sections and how many at a time.  This window committee consists of Squires Brown, Craig, and Judge/Executive Coyle.

Approval of the $23,000 Pay Request for the Bluegrass Railroad Contract for Engineering Services of the Repair of Trestle.   John Penfield, President of the Bluegrass Railroad Museum, Inc., informed the court the repair of the trestle is their first major task on their agenda to complete, and they have selected an engineering firm that has submitted an estimate not to exceed $28,750.  The Bluegrass Railroad is prepared to pay 20% of that out of their cash funds, which is the required match, and the court will be responsible for paying the remainder of the $23,000; that amount is to be paid upon completion of the contract.  The contract is tentatively set to begin December 1, 2010 and will run for 60 days.  The billing will take 15 to 30 days, which means the court will pay this amount in February and be reimbursed by the Transportation Cabinet, optimistically, in March.  The contract that is to be signed by Judge/Executive Coyle is between the Bluegrass Railroad Museum, Inc., the Woodford County Fiscal Court, and Coal Production Engineering, Inc.
