Judge/Executive John Coyle called a special meeting to discuss debris removal and Recycling Center free drop-off and hours for debris cleanup. 
The county received one response to the RFP that was sent out for debris and brush removal from the July 20th storms. It was recommended to disqualify the RFP due to the company not being in good standing with the county.

Road Supervisor Bo Wilson gave an update on debris and brush removal by the County Road Department.  As of the date of this meeting, no overtime has occurred at the Road Department.  Mr. Wilson felt the Road Department is ahead of the originally estimated schedule for debris and brush removal.  They plan to move to Millville and county subdivisions on Monday, and he feels the county will be in good shape after approximately 10 days.

The county Fire Chief has given permission to burn debris and brush at the county park.  A proposal was given from the state to include a joint effort between the state, county, and City of Versailles to burn brush and debris at the county park location.  The state will keep the pile pushed up, take care of the burn, and clean up and re-seed once the burn is complete.  Burning will only occur when the wind is favorable. 

The Recycling Center has received 2 million pounds of brush and debris as of the date of this meeting.  Only 7 tons of brush and debris can fit into a dumpster in the state it is currently in.  If it is chipped, 10 tons could fit.  With the current amount of brush and debris, it would take 143 dumpsters at $338 per haul for a cost of $48,334 to just dispose of what is currently at the Recycling Center. 

After discussing various options, it was decided to charge the Road Department with the debris and brush removal and county roads.  The chipper rental needs to be extended to make the job go faster.
